Interim Assessments:

Final Assessment:

Students will be able to perform all the repertoire learned at the Mini Recital with Melodic accuracy, Rhythmic accuracy, Musicality, and Good Tone production. Students will be scored
on a 1-4 scale.

2- Student was able to sing only some of the piece with rhythmic and melodic accuracy,
partly airy voice, and some musicality
